Course description

How and why did sex and sexuality become subjects of study? How are our experiences of sex and sexuality
shaped by a history of "scientific" explorations of desire? Why has sexuality become so central to our
understanding of identity? What was sex like before "sexuality" was invented? This seminar explores these
questions by approaching sex and sexuality as socially, historically, and culturally contingent concepts. We will
consider sex and sexuality as they relate to other categories of identity, including race, class, ethnicity, nation, and
ability. Our theoretical and historical investigations will create the groundwork for understanding and rethinking
how sexuality is understood in culture today. Topics treated will include the history of “sexuality,” “the science of
sex,” sex ed., Foucault, AIDS, disability studies, and the racial politics of sexuality. This class fulfills the general
education requirement in “Historical Change.”

Course objectives

o Introduction to sexuality studies, and to a range of disciplinary tools and methods for understanding sex
and sexualities in historical and cultural context

o The ability to construct a written historical argument through key sources

o The development of written and oral skills and an introduction to the critical vocabulary in the field

o The development of a rich understanding of the social construction of sexuality

Aspiring to create a learning environment in which people of all identities are encouraged to contribute their
perspectives to academic discourse, The University of Pittsburgh Gender, Sexuality, and Women’s Studies
Program provides guidelines and resources regarding gender-inclusive/non-sexist language. Following these
guidelines fosters an inclusive and welcoming environment, strengthens academic writing, enriches discussion,
and reflects best professional practices.

Language is gender-inclusive and non-sexist when we use words that affirm and respect how people describe,
express, and experience their gender. Just as sexist language excludes women’s experiences, non-gender-inclusive
language excludes the experiences of individuals whose identities may not fit the gender binary, and/or who may
not identify with the sex they were assigned at birth. Identities including trans, intersex, and genderqueer reflect
personal descriptions, expressions, and experiences. Gender-inclusive/non-sexist language acknowledges people
of any gender (for example, first year student versus freshman, chair versus chairman, humankind versus
mankind, etc.). It also affirms non-binary gender identifications, and recognizes the difference between biological
sex and gender expression. Students, faculty, and staff may share their preferred pronouns and names, and these
gender identities and gender expressions should be honored.

Content warning and class climate

Our course readings and classroom discussions will often focus on mature, difficult, and potentially challenging
topics. As with any course in the Gender, Sexuality, and Women’s Studies Program, course topics are often
political and personal. Readings and discussions might trigger strong feelings—anger, discomfort, anxiety,
confusion, excitement, humor, and even boredom. Some of us will have emotional responses to the readings;
some of us will have emotional responses to our peers’ understanding of the readings; all of us should feel
responsible for creating a space that is both intellectually rigorous and respectful. Above all, be respectful (even
when you strongly disagree) and be mindful of the ways that our identities position us in the classroom.

I expect everyone to come to class prepared to discuss the readings in a mature and respectful way. If you are
struggling with the course materials, here are some tips: read the syllabus so that you are prepared in advance.
You can approach your instructor ahead of time if you’d like more information about a topic or reading. If you
think a particular reading or topic might be especially challenging or unsettling, you can arrive to class early and
take a seat by the door so that you can easily exit the classroom as needed. If you need to leave or miss class, you
are still responsible for the work you miss. If you are struggling to keep up with the work because of the course
content, you should speak with me and/or seek help from the counseling center.
